




2011 CAMP GOSHEN  INFORMATION SHEET -- TROOP 1128

KEY DATES AND TIMES.  Troop 1128 will depart for Camp Bowman (Goshen) on Saturday, 9 July 2011.  We will meet the buses at the Fairfax County Government Center, Fairfax, VA (directions attached).  Scouts should be there IN UNIFORM for muster not later than 9:30 a.m.  They must have all their equipment and the completed and signed personal health and medical record, unless it was turned in before hand.  A bag lunch is advisable for the trip down.  Scouts will return to the Fairfax County Government Center about 10:30 a.m. on Saturday, 16 July 2011.  Please be there to pick up your scout by that time.  

CAMP ADDRESS AND CONTACT INFORMATION.  Telephone service is available for emer​gencies only.  The Camp Bowman number is (540)997-5773.  Scouts are allowed to call out only in emergencies; a troop leader must be with them.  The mailing address is:

CAMP PHONES.  In the event of an emergency, parents can call the main office at Camp Post, 540-997-5773.

HEALTH AND SAFETY.  A complete medical record/physical is required annually.  Headquarters has a nurse on duty 24 hours a day; a physician visits every weekday and is on call.  Each camp has a trained first-aid person and is well equipped.  Ticks, skunks, and poison ivy are common problems.  If your son has any medical problems or takes any medication, please discuss this with an Assistant Scout Master in advance.  ALL medicines must be turned in and will be dis​pensed by an Assistant Scout Master.  The physical forms can be downloaded from the National Capital Area Council website.  

GENERAL INFORMATION.  Attached are sheets setting forth the program offered and the equipment required.  Scouts, as a patrol, will do all their own cooking.  The troop supplies paper plates and cups (fee, $12); each scout brings his own silverware.  There is a camp store which has handicraft supplies, snacks, toilet articles, postcards, etc.  They do not carry film.  Some of the badges require supplies ($40), but except for our paper fee, there are no mandatory charges.  The scouts tend to spend/lose all their money.  Don’t send too much.  We will have a locker for valuables, because things have been known to disappear.  Showers are available, but there is no laundry.    

The purpose of Camp Bowman is to give the boys a fun-filled week and expand their scout skills.  We expect to have eleven leaders at camp to help achieve these goals in safety and comfort.  If you have any questions, please give me a call at home on (703) 281-4570.
